FUNCTIONAL SPECIFICATION
Description of Problem Being Addressed

Need to build an interface to accept a 1099MISC file and load these transactions into the WTHD_TRXN_TBL as additional adjustment entries. 

Business Requirement

1099 reporting is a mandatory Federal reporting process.  ACS makes payments on behalf of the state, so AOS must report the combined 1099 transactions each year.
Current Situation

1099 reportable payments are communicated to both IRS and the payment recipients for the previous calendar year.  Reportable transactions from PeopleSoft AP and a third party vendor (ACS) that remits payments on the state’s behalf need to be reported to IRS on a single payment file.  Each payee receives a 1099 statement from AOS and ACS for their respective payments.

The 1099M timeline is as follows:
· All year - payments are distributed

· Jan 1st – Jan 31st (of the subsequent year) – 1099M individual payee statements are created by AOS and distributed by AOS’s chosen vendor (Personix).
· Jan 31st – Apr 15th 1099 Corrections” are received, researched and entered.  Corrected 1099Ms are distributed each week.

· Apr 15th – Apr 30th AOS combines its adjusted 1099M file with the ACS file and submits the combined file to IRS prior to April 30th.

The ACS 1099M file is received in the same file layout that is published by IRS (see IRS Publication 1220).



To recognize each entity’s records, a separate record is maintained for each vendor (if a vendor was paid by both entities) within the combined IRS file.   AOS has been using the “Acct Field” to record each entity’s vendor number, followed by a space and then its record sequence number.  The ACS vendor number is distinctive and has been created as follows:  (1) ACS Provider # (on ACS file) (2) the letters “ACS”, and (3) that record’s sequence number within the file.
A reportable total for the entire file is calculated and reported within the file, as described in IRS Publication 1220.  No attempt is made to subtotal the combined AOS and ACS records with the same TIN.
Possible Solutions

Load external transactions as new rows to the “W/H Transaction Tables”.  However, care must be taken to ensure transactions from each entity can still be distinguished on the IRS file.
The vendor number for ACS records sent to IRS could be created as the ACS Provider number, the letters “ACS”, and some sort of index number created from the ACS file.  Please be aware that ACS has a history of creating multiple rows for a single TIN.  AOS does not combine these records, but merely inserts them into the AOS IRS file and calculates combined file totals.

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The following diagram was used during the CRP discussion to illustrate the table progression transactions follow within PeopleSoft prior to being included on the 1099 reports.
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Recommendation

1. Design an interface to load the ACS transactions, and vendor number as distinctive records within the appropriate PeopleSoft withholding table (either WTHD_TRXN_TBL or WTHD_RPT_TBL)
.  If an appropriate table cannot be identified to accept the ACS transactions, without referencing a valid PeopleSoft vendor id; a clone of the appropriate table will need to be created to receive these transactions.  The technical team will need to work with the functional team to identify the appropriate alternative. 
2. Since the expected volume of Military Payroll adjustments is less than 10/year, these adjustments will be made manually (through the delivered Adjustment functionality) based on a paper report provided by GEAC Payroll.

The document is not clear on the information provided from ACS. It is also not clear if every provider paid by ACS exists as a VinQ/PeopleSoft vendor. I think this will be required if the delivered WTHD_TRXN_TBL is used. This table is keyed (in part) on vendor_id and vendor location.
