FUNCTIONAL SPECIFICATION
Description of Problem Being Addressed

Provide the ability to reconcile AP and Payroll disbursements in the PeopleSoft system.
Business Requirement

Need to load clearing bank transactions (in bank clearing files) into PeopleSoft for reconciliation of AP and Payroll disbursements.

Current Situation

The state is signing a new contract with JP Morgan (to be implemented by 7/31/07) to clear the state’s checks, and perform a Positive Pay solution.  The bank is responsible for checking the positive pay file and matching it against the outstanding list, the state is responsible for any variances of cleared amounts to issued amounts that are listed on the Positive Pay file.  There is an exception to this rule, in that the TOS will receive a list of variances each morning, and can indicate if the state will accept the cleared amount, even though it is different than the amount on the issued file.  

Positive Pay file layout - The same layout will be used for both inbound and outbound (to bank) Positive Pay files.

Inbound file (from bank) will include a payment indicator indicating the payment has cleared (Reconciled).

Outbound file (to bank) will include a record indicator to designate whether a transaction was issues (Outstanding), voided (Cancelled), or Stop Pay.

ACH Payments - the bank does not send a paid input file for ACH payments as a result the ACH payments remain un-reconciled.  In PeopleSoft, through manual reconciliation the system allows you to reconcile ACH payments.  We need to see if there is an automated way to reconcile the ACH payments and what the accounting impact is.

There is a $30/transaction fee charged by the bank when a payment gets presented to the bank before the bank has been notified of the payment via the Outbound Positive Pay file.

TOS maintenance transactions are sent to the bank as “Voids”, these get knocked off the bank’s outstanding list.  Re-written warrants are sent to the bank as “Stop Pay”, returned warrants are sent to the bank as “Stop Pay”
Once a month, the bank sends a copy of its outstanding payment list.  This file is to be loaded into PeopleSoft and compared to the AOS outstanding list.  This process should produce a reconciliation report showing differences between Chase and AOS and if any other differences occur between the warrant detail.
The state will receive an email from the bank after it has dropped off a file for the state to pick up.  This may not be a fully automated pick-up solution.  Instead, we may use a user to trigger a process to go retrieve the file(s).  This process must take into consideration that the state may need to pick up multiple files due to holidays.  The file names are dynamic.  
The state may need a summary report for each bank file received.  This report will be used to verify which files the bank sent, since they have (on occasion) sent the wrong file.  The report should include summary statistics including: # of transactions by warrant type, and amount by warrant type; also if there are multiple files, a summary of these stats for the entire file.  The information should be available for a couple of months.

Interface 10 & 11 (warrant copies to Skybank) are no longer required.  JP Morgan will be maintaining copies of the warrants for 10 years, so the state does not need to store them on CDs.  Also Interfaces 34 & 35 are no longer needed.

Outdated Warrants - At some point, outdated warrants are moved from their original Fund/Center to a new Fund/Center from which AOS makes payment, if the outstanding payment clears per IC 4-10-10.  (See Attached Code Cite File)
After 5 years, (1) some of the funds are turned over to the Attorney General, and (2) the remaining funds are up left up to the agencies to determine whether to turn them over the Attorney General.  The “Outdated” warrants are sent to the bank as “Stop Pay”.

Recommendation

The original requirement was related to two interfaces that are no longer needed (see below) because of the new contract with JP Morgan.

This specification is for an interface for a new paid input file from JP Morgan.  We need to create the paid input file into the PeopleSoft system based on the file layout from JP Morgan.
Bank File Layout

The file includes three fields used to verify payments (warrant #, amount, and payee name (2 fifty line fields).

This file will be encrypted with PGP.  

1. The process should pick the encrypted file up.

a. File name is dynamic. The naming convention is a wildcard, and _indy411a.pgp

i. Process needs to account that some days multiple files will need to be picked up.
