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Open Issues
1. Need to develop a procedure to load and convert open purchase orders into the Peoplesoft 8.9 system in the event that the owning agencies are unable to manually enter them.
FUNCTIONAL SPECIFICATION
Description of Problem Being Addressed
The Legacy GEAC Financial System for the State of Indiana contains Open Purchase Order data that needs to be loaded into Peoplesoft 8.9.  

Business Requirement

Convert and load any Open Purchase Orders that are required by the owning agency.
Current Situation

Currently, there is not a process that will handle the conversion and load of Open Purchase Orders into Peoplesoft 8.9 from the Legacy GEAC system.
Possible Solutions
1. Create a process to convert and load of Open Purchase Orders for the State of Indiana’s Peoplesoft 8.9 financial systems.
Recommendation

If there is a need to Convert and Load Open Purchase Orders into Peoplesoft, a custom Load program would have to be created.  This can be accomplished by using the Peoplesoft delivered Component Interface, PO_EXPRESS_CI.  This Component Interface coupled with a custom Application Engine program will give us the ability to load the Open Purchase Orders.  It is critical that a file layout be delivered to AoS IT as soon as possible to begin work on delivering this information.

Assumptions

1. This is a solution to handle special cases while the bulk of Open Purchase Orders will be manually entered by the owning agency.  Manually entering PO’s into PeopleSoft will re-encumber monies at AoS prior to go live.  At go live, all open PO’s should be setup on PeopleSoft if they do not already exist.


2. Needed storage and performance is available in both development and production environments to allow efficient execution of processes
3. Open Purchase Order data is available and readable
4. ChartFields will be updated through a program run by the GL team.
