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FUNCTIONAL SPECIFICATION
Description of Problem Being Addressed

Create a custom Positive Pay file in the format required by JP Morgan Chase Bank.
Business Requirement
State of Indiana has decided to implement Positive Pay process. However, the positive pay file format that JP Morgan Chase has requested is not the same as PeopleSoft delivered format. Hence, a custom format has to be created.
This functional specification addresses 3 different files:

· Positive pay file that is transmitted to the bank which contains Issues, Voids and Stops.

· Summary Acknowledgement file received from the bank.

· Monthly Outstanding items file received from the bank.
Current Situation
Recommendation
Process to create Positive Pay file

· Clone the delivered Positive Pay process and create our custom process.

· Custom Positive Pay process should include Issues, Voids and Stops.

· The Custom Positive Pay process will create a file in the format that is required by JP Morgan Chase bank. Please see the embedded excel file for the file format.

· Once file is created, need to Encrypt and Sign using JP Morgan Chase’s PGP Public Keys.

The file sent to Chase should be named ste1002.txt.pgp.
· This custom Positive Pay process should be included as part of the paycycle.
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Process Acknowledgement File

· Once the bank receives positive pay file from the State, they process it and send an acknowledgment file.

· The acknowledgement will contain the summary of the positive pay transmission

- Total Number of Records

- Total Amount in the file

The acknowledgement file contains a maximum of 5 records.  Depending on what was sent, there could be an ‘I’, ‘S’, and/or ‘V’ record with subtotals.  Then there is an ‘T’ record showing total for that account, and a ‘G’ record for grand total.  Since we’re only transmitting info for 1 account, the ‘G’ and ‘T’ totals equal.

· A custom process has to be developed which should read the acknowledgement file and compare it with the positive pay file transmitted to the bank to ensure that the bank has received all the information intact and processed it correctly.

· If the file totals does not match, an email notification should be sent with the exception report to the appropriate distribution list.

Process Monthly Outstanding Items File
· In addition to sending daily Paid Input file, Chase bank will also send a monthly outstanding items file, by the 5th Business day of the following month, named 

yymmddhrmnss.indy411m.txt.grp, which will contain all the outstanding items as of that date  (as of the prior month’s month-end date).  

· A custom process has to be developed, which should read the outstanding item file from the bank and compare it with the outstanding items (for AoS Bank Account) in PeopleSoft.

The AOS table should be the driver (read first), then

Use warrant number as Key to the Chase file.  
· Generate a report with number of lines processed, dollar total, date processed etc.

· If there are any differences, then an exception report should be generated.  Currently, the only difference flagged in monthly compare program, is a warrant status difference. Compare all the  data elements that are in the file with PeopleSoft data.
· Format of the monthly outstanding items file is same as the paid inputs file (addressed in functional spec F020)

· Paids file statuses are ‘R’, Monthly file statuses are ‘O’, S’, or ‘V’.
